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This is eternal life: that they may know you, the only true God, and the one you have sent -- Jesus Christ. Jn. 17:3 
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Everyone, everyone, wishes to know the purpose of life.  
We have been told what it is but few have accepted it.  

As with all of the plan of God it is very simple.  
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The purpose of your life is to live for the 
glory of your God and Father. We do this 

by revering Him and keeping all of His 
commandments, because by these we 
will be judged. If you love Him you will 
keep all of His Commandments. Claiming 

to know Him without keeping them 
makes you a liar. True knowledge begins 
when one knows the will of One True 
God, Yehovah and that knowledge grants 

us correct understanding. This generates 
our faithful conduct and activity in all 
areas of our life which keeps all the 
terms of the Covenant which will lead to 
eternal life, life inherent, in the coming 

Kingdom of God. 
 
 
The purpose of your life is to live for the 

glory of your God and Father.  
 

Isaiah 43:7 Everyone who is called by My 
name, And whom I have created for My glory, 
Whom I have formed, even whom I have 

made." 
 

We do this by revering Him and keeping 
all of His commandments, because by 
these we will be judged.  

 
Ecclesiastes 12:13-14 The conclusion, when 
all has been heard, is: fear God and keep His 
commandments, because this applies to 

every person. 14 For God will bring every act 
to judgment, everything which is hidden, 
whether it is good or evil. 

 
If you love Him you will keep all of His 

Commandments.  
 

John 14:15-21 "If you love Me, you will keep 
My commandments. 16 "And I will ask the 

Father, and He will give you another Helper, 
that He may be with you forever; 17 that is the 
Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot 

receive, because it does not behold Him or 
know Him, but you know Him because He 
abides with you, and will be in you. 18 "I will 

not leave you as orphans; I will come to you. 
19 "After a little while the world will behold Me 
no more; but you will behold Me; because I 
live, you shall live also. 20 "In that day you 

shall know that I am in My Father, and you in 
Me, and I in you. 21 "He who has My 
commandments and keeps them, he it is who 
loves Me; and he who loves Me shall be loved 
by My Father, and I will love him, and will 

disclose Myself to him." 

 
Claiming to know Him without keeping 
them makes you a liar.  
 

1John 2:3-4 And by this we know that we 
have come to know Him, if we keep His 
commandments. 4 The one who says, "I have 
come to know Him," and does not keep His 

commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not 
in him; 

 
True knowledge begins when one knows 
the will of One True God and that 

knowledge grants us correct 
understanding.  
 

Psalm 111:9-10 He has sent redemption to 

His people; He has ordained His covenant 
forever; Holy and awesome is His name. 10  
The fear of Yehovah is the beginning of 
wisdom; A good understanding have all those 
who do His commandments; His praise 

endures forever. 

 
This generates our faithful conduct and 
activity that keeps ALL of the terms of 
the Covenant which will lead us to 

eternal life, life inherent, in the Kingdom 
of God.
